California Car Seat Law

Effective January 1, 2017: Children under 2 years
of age must ride in a rear-facing car seat unless
the child weighs 40 or more pounds OR is 40 or
more inches tall. Children under the age of 8
must be secured in a car seat or booster seat in
the back seat. Children who are 8 years of age OR
have reached 4'9” in height must be secured by a
safety belt. Passengers who are 16 years of age
and over are subject to California’'s Mandatory
eat Belt law.

Los nifios de 8 afios O que
hayan alcanzado una altura de 49" deben estar
asegurados con un cinturén de seguridad. Los
pasajeros de 16 afios 0 mas estan sujetos a la ley de
inturones de seguridad obligatoria de California.
